The Board of Trustees is the main governing body of the Association.  The board meets three times a year.  Voting Trustees are comprised of Local Trustees, Life Trustees, eligible Past Presidents and Ex-Officio members.

Elections/Voting 

1)
Each local is allotted Trustees according to their builder membership on December 31 as reported to us by NAHB.  Each Local chooses their Trustees.  The Local President must be the first listed as a voting Trustee unless the individual is a Life Trustee or an elected officer of OHBA.
2)
Locals may nominate an Alternate Trustee for each Trustee.

3)
OHBA Life Trustees and Past Presidents may vote provided certain attendance requirements are met.  There are no proxy votes for this class of voter.

4)
Proxies:  A Local President may nominate a proxy to vote for a regular voting Trustee if an alternate is not available to vote.  The Local Association must contact the OHBA President in advance of the meeting to report the proxy.

5)
The list of eligible voters is developed by OHBA.  This list, and this list only, will be used when the roll is called.

6)
No member may cast more than one vote.  All votes must be cast in person.

7)
Locals may list one Associate as a voting Trustee, as described in 1 above.

8)
All voters must be current members of OHBA.

Nominating Committee


The Committee meets at the Spring and Fall Board of Trustees Meetings. 

Members interested in seeking an elective office must schedule an appointment to be

interviewed by the Committee.  Special meetings may be held at the call of the Chair.
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OHBA policy is set as follows:

1)
Between Executive Committee meetings, items requiring OHBA positions are reviewed and acted on by a Senior Officer and the Executive Vice President.  In some cases, Committee Chairs and staff adopt positions on regulatory and legislative items when time constraints require immediate action.

2)
At OHBA Executive Committee and Board of Trustees meetings, policy and action items may be adopted.

Committees


Most OHBA Committees and councils are open to all members who are encouraged to attend and participate.  Meetings are conducted as forums.  Discussion, questions and input are encouraged by all.  Generally, we do not adhere to rigid policies or procedural rules.  However, there are a few important items to keep in mind:

1)
Appointments to committees are not made.  This is to encourage all members to participate.  If a vote is taken, the vote is not binding but is a recommendation to the Executive Committee.

2)
While there are many items of interest to discuss; the most important item are handled first.  Agenda items are arranged to permit ample discussions of important items that necessitate a position being adopted.

3)
We try to be as complete as possible in our agendas and the description of various items in them.  However, it is impossible to list all of the aspects of a bill or the political consequences surrounding each item.  Staff will be at each committee meeting to give background information as necessary.
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Build-PAC


Build-PAC is an entity separate from OHBA with its own officers and directors.

The committee raises funds to be used for contributions to candidates for state elective 

offices.  All members are encouraged to join Build-PAC.


Build-PAC is a state regulated PAC.  It is authorized to make contributions to 

State candidates.  It is not a federal PAC and is not authorized to make contributions to 

candidates for federal office.  NAHB has a federal PAC and generally makes these 

contributions.  PAC laws are very specific in terms of corporate contributions being

prohibited.  No corporate checks may be contributed to Build-PAC.  The Build-PAC 

Board of Trustees, is a separate entity from the OHBA Board of Trustees.

Committee and Council Meetings


At each of the three Board of Trustees meetings, standing committees, regular

committees and councils meet at the call of the chair.  OHBA members are welcome to

attend most committee meetings.  The Executive Committee, Nominating Committee 

and Long Range Planning are open to appointed members only.

Workers’ Comp Group Rating


The Workers’ Comp Group Rating Plan is managed by Compensation 

Consultants, Inc. of Columbus, Ohio.  OHBA sets the broad policy parameters for the 

Program; however, the day-to-day operation is managed by CCI.  Entry and 

Re-admission requirements are established and must be maintained for continuing 

membership in the group.  Each year, a review of the files of each company is undertaken 

by CCI.  Companies who do not meet minimum criteria are not re-admitted to the group.

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CONSUMER SALES PRACTICES ACT (CSPA) REFORM

OHBA supported legislation to exempt homebuilders from the Ohio Consumer Sales Practice Act OHBA continued discussions with the Attorney General and Legislators on the need for relief from particularly harsh provisions of the CSPA, as applied to home construction.  Conversations were on-going, and there was some movement toward seeking revisions to the law.  However, expecting some resistance, OHBA continues to collect information from anyone experiencing problems in dealing with the CSPA.  

OHBA ENSURES DELIBERATIVE CODE REVIEW PROCESS 

OHBA encouraged the Residential Construction Advisory Committee (RCAC) to approve a set of new procedures it now follows as the Committee performs its duties under the law.  Some examples include procedures for setting the agenda, taking public comment, electing officers, taking more detailed minutes, and establishing sub-committees for code review.  

OHBA LANGUAGE IN HB 1 BUDGET STREGTHENS RCAC 

OHBA worked with legislators to have language put into HB 1 Budget bill which requires the RCAC to submit a written recommendation evidencing its consideration of the 4 prong analysis set out in Ohio Revised Code.  Among other things, OHBA also succeeded in adding language to the statute instructing the RCAC to recommend to the Board of Building Standards (BBS) a building code for residential buildings that it may model on a residential building code a national model code organization issues.  This was a change from the previous language which lacked the inclusion of the discretionary term ‘may’. 

OHBA SUBMITS COMMENTS ON RCAC DRAFT RESIDENTIAL CODE OF OHIO (RCO)

OHBA closely monitored the RCAC process in developing its draft RCO and then submitted official comments during the 30-day comment period commending the Committee’s work in removing mandated sprinkler provisions and keeping the 2006 Ohio Prescriptive Path intact. Additionally, OHBA cautioned going forward with the 2009 IECC without first addressing how the code discriminates against various energy saving methods, such as solar and geothermal technology.   

The RCAC continued utilizing its thorough review process to analyze comments received on the initial draft of the Residential Code of Ohio (RCO).  OHBA encouraged RCAC Subcommittee meetings be held over the next few months in order to come up with a final written recommendation for the BBS.   OHBA also supported the RCAC vote to establish a separate Energy subcommittee to study/analyze the 2009 IECC and alternatives over the next year.  The energy subcommittee was established to work to provide in depth analysis of the code and its impacts, with a recommendation on an equivalent code and 2009 IECC compliance by December 2010.  

OHBA TESTIFIES AT BBS ON ADOPTION OF NEW 2009 OHIO BUILDING CODE (OBC)

OHBA testified at the BBS public hearing on the 2009 OBC and urged the BBS to hold off on any voluntary code changes given the vulnerable time in the construction industry.  OHBA expressed concern over the chance of imposing additional costs on those regulated by the Code and cautioned the Board in moving ahead without further review.

BOARD OF BUILDING STANDARDS APPOINTMENTS AND COMMERCIAL CODE DELAY

OHBA had language placed in HB 1 Budget that added four new members to the BBS.  Two of the new members came from a list of 10 names OHBA submitted.  The other two new members appointed consist of a person with recognized ability and experience in the use of advanced and renewable energy in the construction of commercial and residential buildings, and a person with recognized ability and experience in the use of energy conservation in the construction of commercial and residential buildings

OHBA worked with the Governor’s office to get the BBS to hold off implementation of the 2009 Ohio Building Code, applicable to all construction other than 1, 2, 3 family.   OHBA raised concerns with the BBS voluntarily adopting new building code regulations in the face of a desperate construction economy.   The BBS rules were pulled to be refilled with JCARR in 2010.   During the next year, the BBS will take this opportunity and use the extra time to review the code for cost impacts and discuss how the BBS can refocus its resources for building department support

OHBA MONITORED PROGRESS OF US EPA LEAD PAINT RULES

OHBA tracked progress of new regulations adopted by US EPA, effective in April 2010, which requires that all contractors who perform renovation, repair and painting projects that disturb lead-based paint in homes, child care facilities, and schools built before 1978 must be certified by the EPA and must follow specific work practices to prevent lead contamination.  OHBA was also in contact with the Ohio Department of Health regarding its role in implementation/training for the new rules.

STATEWIDE ELECTRIC LINE EXTENSION RULES CLARIFIED

OHBA clarified the new statewide electric line extension policies resulting from SB 221.  OHBA initiated discussions with the PUCO Staff and representatives of several Electric Distribution Utilities to work through confusion as to the cost impact of the new ‘premium service’ policy.   The statewide line extension rules filed by the PUCO required that prior to receiving service builders and developers must pay the cost of underground facilities to the extent that such cost exceeds the cost of construction of overhead or “standard” facilities.  The Ohio electric utilities indicated that when the builders do the trenching and backfilling, in nearly every case (with the exception of extreme cases perhaps), the costs for underground installation do not exceed the costs of overhead lines and, thus, there are no incremental premium service costs.  OHBA was able to establish the understanding that where builders do the trenching and backfilling, for most normal line extensions, there should be no upfront line extension costs to builders as the costs of either overhead installation or incremental costs of underground installation will not exceed $5000. 
DISCUSSIONS WITH COLUMBIA GAS ON GAS LINE EXTENSION POLICY

OHBA submitted initial comments on several issues surrounding Columbia’s gas line extension policies in the gas minimum service standards case in front of the PUCO.  Issues included achieving certainty regarding budget and timeframes or more specifically, timing of completion for mainline extension and calculation of upfront costs to builders/developers.  OHBA also participated in several small group discussions with Columbia’s internal staff trying to reach a better understanding of Columbia’s new installation policy and alternatives to costly upfront deposits.  

OEPA WATER QUALITY RULES/WETLANDS MITIGATION

OHBA attended the Ohio EPA presentation on the proposed rule package yet to be re-released.  OHBA expressed strong opposition to proposed rules of the Ohio EPA to dramatically increase water quality rule package requirements.  The OEPA pulled the draft rules which had been released last year; there was no date set for the OEPA to re-release the entire package.

GREAT LAKES COMPACT ADVISORY BOARD 

OHBA ensured all stakeholders understood any resulting conservation program and measures would be voluntary per the enabling statutory language.  OHBA was involved in all full advisory board and subcommittee meetings on both conservation measures and water withdrawal programs.  OHBA expressed concern over possible consequences of any program and urged others to be aware of land management aspects of the Advisory Board’s actions.
OHBA INVOLVED IN VISITABILITY DISCUSSIONS

OHBA met with Rep. Marian Harris to discuss her desire to draft legislation mandating visitability in all new residential construction.   OHBA expressed concerns with any provision mandating such standards in the Residential Code of Ohio and further explained the associated costs and impacts of visitability to the Representative.  OHBA was able to provide valuable insight into the marketing, costs and practicality of the concept and convince the Representative she should pursue other avenues such as homebuyer education and incentive based programs.  

BWC GROUP RATING

OHBA actively participated in a larger coalition’s efforts to preserve the BWC Group Rating program and offer alternatives to the BWC Staff.   After the BWC Board voted to reduce the maximum credibility to 65% with a break even factor essentially taking it down to 51%, OHBA submitted a letter and contacted members of the Senate Insurance, Commerce and Labor Committee in support of a senate bill that would suspend additional changes to BWC premiums paid by workers compensation group participants.  

SEWAGE SYSTEM RULES

The home building industry was fully represented when changes to the household sewage treatment legislation were drafted.  Many essential changes to the law were championed by OHBA.  New legislation is set to pass next year to allow more affordable options for all Ohioans.

REGULATORY REFORM LEGISLATION
OHBA worked with sponsors of legislation to reform Ohio’s current inefficient and burdensome regulatory climate.  The legislation proposes a comprehensive regulatory reform in Ohio in every state agency including ODNR and EPA.  This legislation is vital to turning around our industry and Ohio’s economy as a whole. 

ENVIRONMENTAL RULES APPEALS COMMISSION

A critical amendment was added to the budget bill that mandated ERAC to issue decisions regarding existing permit appeals by the end of the year.  OHBA supported the amendment wholeheartedly as a positive step to eliminate the 2-year backlog at the commission.  After much litigation, the language was overturned, but the backlog at the commission was reduced by 50%.  OHBA is working to revise the entire system so that permit appeals can be heard by the commission in a timely fashion.   

ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE LEGISLATION

The budget bill also contained language creating an “environmental justice” ombudsmen for every state agency. Additionally it created an environmental justice task force, and advisory commission.  The positions, boards and commissions would oversee different aspects of environmental permitting.  The United States EPA has an environmental justice office and it defines Environmental Justice as “the fair treatment and meaningful involvement of all people regardless of race, color, national origin, or income with respect to the development, implementation, and enforcement of environmental laws, regulations, and policies. This language was very detrimental to all business in Ohio in various ways and it was removed from the bill after OHBA voiced concerns about the consequences of such programs.  
OHIO CIVIL RIGHTS COMMISSION

Language in the state budget bill that was potentially harmful to the multifamily home building industry was modified completely after efforts from OHBA and in cooperation with the Ohio Civil Rights Commission.  The original language added a definition of an “aggrieved person” to the Ohio Revised Code that would allow private associations and corporations to have automatic standing to sue, under Ohio’s discrimination laws, builders, apartment owners, realtors, bankers and many others involved in real property transactions.  These private groups have not been harmed in any way, but they had the ability to recover damages.  After discussion with the Civil Rights Commission, the language was modified to mirror the federal language and will curb the abuses of the system that these organizations have been perpetrating on our industry. 
STATEWIDE RESIDENTIAL CODE UPHELD AGAINST CITY OF DUBLIN CHALLENGE

The 10th District Court of Appeals upheld a lower court ruling that ruled that the statewide building code enacted under HB 175, which was championed by OHBA, is constitutional and therefore applicable to all municipalities that enforce the residential building code in Ohio. The City of Dublin challenged the statewide code on the basis that it violated the City’s constitutional home rule power. They did not appeal the ruling to the Ohio Supreme Court.  The ruling serves as a great precedent for any future litigation.  

CARBON MONOXIDE DETECTOR BILL

Along with other interested parties, OHBA opposed a bill that would have required several carbon monoxide detectors and fire extinguishers to be placed in every new and existing home.  Such a mandate would have had a detrimental effect on an already struggling housing market.  Although the bill had a lot of support from manufacturers, OHBA has been successful in preventing the legislation from getting any major support.   

OUPS LEGISLATION 

OHBA has been involved in conversations surrounding the introduction of the OUPS bill. The legislation is intended to improve the call before you dig notification system as a means of preventing or minimizing damage to subsurface facilities as a result of excavations occurring in Ohio.  Working closely with the sponsor will be a key to obtaining positive changes to the system.  
HOME IMPROVEMENT TAX CREDIT

Many bills this year were introduced that may harm the industry, but a few helped.  OHBA testified in favor of a bill to exempt from real property taxation home improvements greater than $5,000 for five years.  This bill will have a positive effect on both the market and our remodeler membership.  

PROPERTY VALUATION

OHBA supported another positive bill for the industry as many members testified in support of a Senate bill that would exempt from real property taxation the value of single-family residential property owned by a developer or builder until the developer or builder transfers possession or title.  This bill is in the final stages in the Senate Committee and may have a chance to pass the General Assembly next year. It would be a huge help to all members around the state.  

TAX DECOUPLING  
As the general assembly was exploring various options to fill the large hole in the state budget, OHBA successfully opposed a tax decoupling bill that would have detrimentally affected the members by denying them the ability to take advantage of carrying over net operating losses at tax time.  After OHBA raised concerns over the legislation, the issue was removed from budget negotiations.  


GRANTS FOR GRADUATES PROGRAM 


OHBA testified in support of this program in the Senate committee and it ended up in the state budget bill.  The Ohio Housing Finance Agency (OHFA) will administer the program and it will permit graduates of any college inside or outside of Ohio that are also graduates of an Ohio high school to be eligible to receive a grant to buy a home that can amount to as much as 2.5% of a home’s price.
HOME INSPECTOR BILL
A bill that would license home inspectors in Ohio has been introduced again and OHBA has worked with the sponsor as an interested party.  Every effort was made in the bill to ensure local building inspectors would maintain their authority inspecting new home construction so that licensed home inspectors would not replace local building officials.    

CONSTRUCTION DEBRIS FEES

Gov. Ted Strickland’s original budget contained an increase in fees for both household and construction waste landfills.  Tipping fees on construction and demolition debris (C&D) landfills would have risen under the governor’s biennial budget, resulting in fees which would be considerably higher.  OHBA worked with other stake holders and the fee hikes were significantly reduced in the end product of the budget.  

NEW OHFA TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR HOMEBUYERS

OHBA supported The Ohio Housing Finance Agency (OHFA) when it announced the launch of their new Homebuyer Tax Credit Advantage Program.  The program allows qualified homebuyers to receive help with down payment and closing costs. Low- to moderate-income Ohioans are able to use this program to receive a loan for up to 3 percent of the purchase price of their home. After purchasing a home, qualified first-time homebuyers may apply for the new federal tax credit of up to $8,000 on either their 2008 or 2009 tax returns.
