OHIO SUPREME COURT HEARS ORAL ARGUMENTS IN CENTEX HOMES CASE

The Supreme Court of Ohio heard oral arguments in Jones v. Centex Homes on October 4th.    The Court of Appeals previously held Builder-vendor was not precluded from waiving, in its express limited warranty, the implied warranty of good workmanship.  The homeowners appealed to the Supreme Court.  In addition to the merit brief submitted by lawyers representing Centex Homes, OHBA and NAHB filed a joint Amicus Curiae brief with the Supreme Court.   During the oral arguments, Justices asked numerous questions of both sides, but there was no clear indication of how the Court will rule.  Lines of questioning by the Justices included, but not limited to,  industry standards, how workmanlike manner is to be defined and what claims would remain available to the consumer if the implied warranty of good workmanship has been waived.   It will likely be months before the Court issues its opinion
